A. Matthew 12:36 — “But I say to you that for every idle word men may
speak, they will give account of it in the day of judgment.”
B. Many idle words are death talk.
1. Dead sure.
2. Dying to get there.
3. Afraid so.

Jesus defeated the devil with the sword of the Word.

A. Matthew 4:1-11 — Three times Jesus said to the devil, “It is written.”
B. The spoken Word of God through Jesus’ lips stopped the devil.

C. The spoken Word of God through your lips will stop him too.

Reprogramming yourself with God’s Word.

A. Tt is time to change your conversation to line up with God’s Word.

B. It is time to program your mind, your heart, and your lips with God’s
Word.
